Analytic Framework: Home-delivered and Congregate Meal Services  for Older Adults
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Potential Effect Modifiers: population density, 
race or ethnicity, gender, living alone

Potential Additional Benefits: fewer 
cooking-related injuries; less need to 
travel to grocery store

Potential Harms: risk of foodborne illness; 
congregate meals services may increase 
risk of exposure to communicable diseases.
